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Trout Stocking Schedule  
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I  
n 2006, Fort Riley entered into an 
agreement with the Kansas De-
partment of Wildlife and Parks to 

provide trout to the installation in lieu 
of Fort Riley dropping its requirement 
for a Fort Riley Fishing Permit.     

Persons fishing on Fort Riley no 
longer have to buy a Fort Riley Fishing 
Permit, and we received our fish at no 
charge from the state of Kansas.    

We got and will get some $53,000 
worth of catfish and trout in 2007-
2008, which is twice the amount we 
could afford to stock on Fort Riley in 
the years prior. 

Even better news is that both Cam-
eron Springs and Moon Lake will be 

fully stocked with trout during the 
2007-2008 season that began on 15 
October and goes through 15 April.    

More than 12,000 lbs of trout will be 
stocked on Fort Riley, which is the 
highest stocking rate of any location in 
the state of Kansas.   

The basis for all this good fishing news 
is that the Kansas Department of 
Wildlife and Parks sold more trout 
stamps in the Fort Riley area than any 
other location in Kansas.    

The bottom line is that Fort Riley is 
receiving a bountiful supply of stocked 
fish without the additional cost of a 
Fort Riley Fishing Permit. 

All persons between the ages of 16-64 
must possess a valid Kansas Fishing 
License.   

In addition, persons actively fishing for 
trout must possess a valid Kansas 
Trout Stamp.   

These and other Kansas hunting and 
fishing licenses are available at any 
state designated license vendor includ-
ing the Fort Riley Conservation Office, 
bldg 1020.   

[Editorõs Note: In order to make get-
ting permits on Fort Riley easier, the 
FROG voted last year to pay for and 
install the automated permit system at 
the Conservation Office.]

All Kansas residents and non-residents who have these permits can hunt on Fort Riley:  

 a.  Kansas Hunting License ï available at any state license vendor (as required by KDWP) 

 b.  Kansas Unit 2 Spring Turkey Permitï available at any state license vendor (all hunters) 

 c.  Fort Riley Hunting Permit ï available at any state license vendor  (all hunters age 16-64) 

 d.  Fort Riley Spring Turkey Permit  - at the Conservation Office, bldg 407 (all hunters) 

Get your Fort Riley Spring Turkey Permits at the Conservation Office, bldg 407, Pershing Court.  

Youôll have to click your way through a PowerPoint briefing. Once you have your permits and the 

safety brief, you can hunt during these times:  

Statewide Archery Season, 1-8 April 2008.   

Youth/Handicapped Season, 1-8 April 2008.  You can take the safety briefing on behalf of youths.  

Regular Spring Turkey Season, 9 April through 31 May 2008.  Youôll choose either a primary or 

secondary (first come, first serve) Fort Riley Spring Turkey Permit that is valid in only one of these 

five Fort Riley Spring Turkey Units:  

 

Generally, only turkey hunters who possess a primary permit are allowed access to their unit in the 

early part of the Spring Turkey Season.  This system allows everyone a chance to hunt, but limits the 

number of hunters in the early part of the season when demand is the highest.    

Bag Limit: One bearded turkey per Kansas Permit and one bearded turkey per second Kansas Permit /  

Game Tag. You can kill both birds in one day.  

Check-in: You have to check in and out each day, and can only hunt in your assigned Fort Riley 

Spring Turkey Unit for the entire season and according to your primary  or secondary status for each 

day as listed at the Hunter Check Stations. 

Checking killed turkeys: You may - but don't have to - check your turkeys at the Conservation Office. 

However, you do have to fill out and deposit at a check station Part II of your check-in card 

Method of take: 20-gauge or larger, with no larger than size #2 shot, or bows are OK.  

Deployed Soldiers / Civilians: If you are deployed as of 3 March, you get a primary permit in the unit 

of your choice. 

Hunter Orange: If youôre not moving, you must wear a blaze orange hat, cap, vest, coat, jacket, 

sweatshirt, shirt or coveralls. Yeah, it sucks, but itôll keep you alive when Missouri hunters are around!.

S 
ometimes itôs just plain 
luck.    

Most hunters know this but 
really donôt want to say it.   

Itôs not easy to admit that some-
how, after countless hours of 
searching and waiting for an op-
portunity to harvest your quarry, it 
has outsmarted you (or at least 
outlasted you to the end of the 
hunting season).   

But I, like most hunters, will gladly 
seize the opportunity luck brings.     

 My luck all began when I was 
drawn for a cow elk tag for the ô08 
fall hunting season and through-
out the months of September and 
November I hunted hard.   

I spent almost every weekend and 
even during the week, morning 
and evening looking for a female 
elk.  I didnôt see the cows very 
often much less have a good op-
portunity to get off a shot.   

Bull elksé I had plenty of oppor-
tunity and saw them three times 
as often as the cows so thatôs 
when I knew the reported success 
rate of harvesting a cow elk was 
perhaps true, even though are a 
many more cows than bulls.   

All I can say is thanks to Abe Pier-
son, LTC Seigel, Abeôs buddy 
Dan, and Abeôs uncle Rick for 
providing me with an opportunity.   

As luck would have it, Abe Pier-
son just happened to take a pic-
ture of an elk herd on his uncleôs 
farm off post located West of the 
MPRC.  

When Abe sent the photo to LTC 
Seigel via email, he didnôt know 
that anyone had an open cow tag.   

After leaning the photo was taken 
that evening, LTC Seigel called 
me at about 2230 with the report.   

So, the next day, Friday, 22 Feb, 
LTC Seigel and I went to the re-
ported location and somehow 
found where they were. It wasnôt 
too hard after that.   

We had to run through the low 
ground and crawl through some 
water and mud to get to the edge 
of the winter wheat field to get a 
clear shot, but thatôs what I ex-
pected.   

There were about 20 cows with 
one bull. They all stayed bunched 
up together, so getting a clear 
shot at just one, wasnôt easy yet 
the lead cow gave an opportunity.   

After the first 150 meter shot at 
her, she stood there while the rest 
of the herd took off.  I was pretty 
certain I hit her but LTC Seigel 
said  take another shot so I did.   

Even after the second shot with 
the 7mm Remington Magnum, the 
elk didnôt drop.  She stood there 
for a couple minutes more.  After 
she laid down,  

I was sure her luck had run out.  I 
then headed to get the truck while 
LTC Seigel kept watch.  While I 
was away, the elk stood up and 
started to walk away for about 20 
yards.   

I can only imagine what LTC 
Seigel was thinking.   

After a quick field dress of the 
animal Abe, Dan, Rick, LTC 
Seigel, and neighbor Kale and I 
drug the beast to the edge of the 
wheat field.   

Abeôs Uncle Rick brought his trac-
tor with a front end loader over to 
assist with the recovery.  Even the 
best guide services can beat that.    

My advice to future Kansas Elk 
hunters.:   

1.  Make the most of the opportu-
nities you have.  If you see them, 
get on óem and stay on óem.  

2.  Find out where they like to 
travel & where the hot spots are.   

3.  Increase your opportunities by 
getting out there.   

 4.  Bring shooting sticks.  Your 
best opportunity might be a shot 
without a tree to rest your weapon 
on.   

    5.  9 of the 10 times I saw elk, it 
was in the morning.   

    6.  Use a muzzleloader or rifle! 
You have to be EXTREMELY 
lucky to get a shot with a bow 
[Editorôs note: unless you are the 
editorðthen itôs all skill :-)  

P.S.  I understand there were 7 
Bull elk and 12 cow elk permits 
issued for the ó08 hunting season.   

After sealing the envelope that I 
had to send to the Kansas con-
servation office with a couple of 
elk teeth, and my harvest report, I 
noticed the number on written in 
bold black marker on the enve-

lope flap: 12

Complex at Fort Riley.  

The Complex arose out dis-

cussions about the Groupõs 

three archery ranges, the new 

ATV area, and the Groupõs 

proposed trap / skeet range. 

All are co-located now be-

hind Building 1020 near 

Camp Funston. The Group 

felt that a single location for 

all major outdoors activities 

on Fort Riley would best 

serve Soldiers and Families 

of the post.  

The Group met with Mr. 

Steve Tully, Director of Fort 

Rileyõs Morale, Welfare and 

Recreation. Mr. Tully is 

greatly expanding recrea-

tional activities on post, and 

supports the concept.  

The proposal includes co-

locating archery and firearm 

ranges, a lodge and restau-

rant, paintball course, retail 

store, rentals, hiking, biking, 

and horse trails, a fishing 

pond, and RV / camping 

areas.  

The Groupõs first recom-

mendation is expand on the 

current location.  

The proposal includes the 

possibility of a joint venture 

among the FROG, MWR, and 

private business partners.
